The State Championships will follow after the conclusion of the Novice final. This is
an Open event only, however, novice and improver dogs are eligible to enter.

The top ten scoring dogs from the first round will compete in the final and we offer:

First: $500, perpetual trophy, trophy to keep, embroidered dog rug
and a bag of Dogpro Plus

Second: $300, trophy and a bag of Dogpro Plus

Third: $200, trophy and a bag of Dogpro Plus

Fourth: $100, trophy and a bag of Dogpro Plus

Fifth: $50, trophy and a bag of Dogpro Plus

Entry fee is $15 per dog.

*Depending on the number of entries received, the Novice class
of the State Championships may begin on Friday, October 10.

Novice and Improver dogs are eligible to compete in the State Championships.
They will have one run only in the Open class — there is not a separate
Improver class.

The winning of any of the special trophies listed above will not be deemed as
winning a trial and will not affect the status of a Novice or Improver dog.
